Luke Liegghio, son of Lucy and Enio Liegghio of Woodbridge, died on June 10, 2005, at the age of 8 years from the effects of Niemann-Pick Disease Type C (NPC). NPC causes the build-up of cholesterol in such areas as the spleen and liver and the accumulation of gangliosides in the brain. This ganglioside build-up results in permanent damage to the nervous system, ultimately causing complete neurological deterioration. NPC is always fatal. 

NPC is a rare genetic disease. The parents each carry one copy of the abnormal gene without manifesting any sign of the disease themselves. Children who are afflicted with NPC possess two copies of the abnormal gene. 

Research will not only help those with NPC, but also millions of others diagnosed with heart disease, stroke and other cholesterol metabolism diseases. NPC has similar effects on the brain as Alzheimer’s Disease, which is why NPC has often been referred to as “Childhood Alzheimer's.”
